If the loading levels need to be compartmentalised, then a
classification system consisting of front, rear and dividing
panels can be installed.

Once the components have been assembled and the nuts and
bolts tightened, the structure should appear like the example
in the diagram.

The distance between diagonal bracings is fixed at 550 mm faor all frames. The angles between diagonal bracings generally range from 20°

to 70°.

The diagram below shows how the compaonents are arranged in the structure explained abaove, as well as the assembly dimensions and

details for each frame height:
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The free ends of the horizantal and diagonal bracings (where there aren’t any nodes] are bolted to the uprights. Spacer fittings are used to
prevent any slack between horizontal/diagonal bracings and the upright by acting as a stop between them.
